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EXPANSION AND GROWTH

The year 2008-2009 is being celebrated as a year of expansion :
which means increase in the number of branches and also increase in
the number of members in every branch. At present the number of branches
stands at about one thousand all over the country and the number of
members at about forty thousands. The slogan given is : every member
enroll one new member and every branch open a new branch. We
have given ourselves a target of 5000 branches and 200000 members
by the year 2013, the Golden Jubilee Year of the Parishad.

The first branch was established in 1963 in Delhi and it took 4 long
years to open another branch at Dehradun. Though no authentic statistics
are available of the yearly increase in the number of branches but in
Aug. 1986, 3 branches were established at Vishakhapattanam, Vijayawada
and Hyderabad. This was the first foray of the Parishad in the South and
the branches were numbered 121!, 122 and 123 . By 1992 the number
of the branches reached 200. The years 1993 and 1994 were years of
tremendous expansion and the branch strength touched the figure 300
and 370 respectively. The year 1995 saw the Parishad crossing the mark
of 400. In 1996 the number increased by more than 150 and touched the
mark of 551. Since then the progress has been steady but a little slow
and the number has almost doubled in the last 12 years.

Growth and Expansion denote almost similar meaning : to advance,
to increase, to become greater and also to attain maturity but they are
not identical. Growth is a process which comes from within and indicates
that the organization which is growing is full of life and vitality. Expansion
is to increase in volume, to enlarge and to develop in length and breadth.
Both of these depend on one another. Without growth expansion is difficult
and without expansion growth will have no meaning, specially in the
case of an organization like BVP. Growth is the soul and expansion is
the body and both are vital.

Shri S. Ramanna, in his article in the September issue of NITI has
written that BVP is an organization full of vigour and life. Its expansion is
necessary not only to increase the branches and membership but also
to infuse new blood in its body. The new member will come with new
ideas, our finances will be strengthened and the number of programmes
and projects will also increase. Bharat is a country big in the real sense
and the number of branches, members and activities should also be
huge.

But how to make the organization big, that is a big question. Every
member should enroll a new member, every branch should start a new
branch, not only each and every district should be covered but we must
reach every tehsil and taluka. Ours is an organization of the elites and
with the rise in prosperity and education this class is increasing rapidly.

Our membership should keep pace with the swelling middle classes.

Apart from the above some other measures should be taken.
Almost one third of our population is youngi.e. between 21 and 40 . And
where there is youth, there is enthusiasm, speed and change. Our
programmes should be so tailored as to attract youth to our organization,
A serious thought should be given to the matter and such new projects
devised which will involve young men to the maximum but at the same
time do not transgress the limits of our culture.

We are too much urban oriented and have paid little attention to
the villages. Of course we have undertaken the village development but
no serious efforts have been made to tackle the rural potential. In some
states like Punjab, Haryana, Western U.P. etc, there is a sea change in
the villages and education and prosperity have increased. Efforts should
be made to establish Branches or Committees in the selected villages
of the area. Norms for establishing a branch can be relaxed for these
rural branches. It will not only give a thrust to our village development
programme but will swell our ranks as well.

Despite having so many Sanskar and Sewa oriented excellent
projects and programmes why people are not flocking to us ? The question
requires deep thinking and analysis. If we cast a glance at the whole
panorama of the performance of NGOs at national level, we will find that
many organizations having lesser branches and manpower or having
more branches but doing much less work are much more popular and
well known than BVP. Perhaps we have failed on publicity front and to
project our work in proper perspective. This is a great lacuna in our
working. Our mass communication need to be run professionally. The
office bearers up to the branch level need to be made aware of the
importance of mass contact and proper publicity. A period should be
kept apart when everybody of us should strive to publicise and popularize
the ideology, activities and achievements of the Parishad.

Once again | will like to repeat that the year 2008-2009 is the year
of expansion. We should all strive, individually and collectively to enroll
as many members and establish as many new branches as we can. But
this is for the current year, We should also keep in view our long term
goal to be achieved in our Golden Jubilee Year, 2013. Just as the athletes
who want to win gold medal in London Olympics to be held in 2012 have
started making their preparation in right earnest from now, similarly we
should undertake the exercise of growth and expansion from this very
day. "Bigger, Stronger, Faster' should be our marchingsong.  -S.C.

States of Bihar and Assam have been badly affected by floods
this year. The flood situation in Bihar this year has been the worst
in the living memory with the Government of India declaring Kosi
floods a “national calamity”.

The Kosi River changed its course following a breach in an
embankment upstream in Nepal, inundating 16 districts of Bihar. As
swollen Kosi river continues to wreak havoc, the flood situation remains
grim in Bihar with Supaul, Madhepura, Araria and Saharsa districts
bearing the brunt.

Over 30 lakh people have been hit by the deluge in four districts
leaving trail of death and rendering lakhs homeless and destroying crops,
cattle and property worth crores.

Similarly, in Assam 16 of the state’s 27 districts have been hit by
the floods. The worst hit districts are Kamrup, Lakhimpur, Dhemaiji,
and Morigaon. A total of 1,346 villages have been hit by the floods,
submerging paddy fields, drowning livestock, besides causing loss of
human life and property. The floods have affected a land area of about
2.70 hectares displacing about 10 lakhs people.

Ourbranches in Bihar and Assam have swung into action to provide
medicines, food, clothing and shelter to the victims of the flood by
organising relief camps. Forimmediate relief and rehabilitation of affected
brethren, the Bihar Prant has set a target to collect a sum of Rs. One
crore. However, this human tragedy and national calamity needs help
from each one of us.

Shri Varinder Sabharwal, National Secretary General has issued
an appeal to contribute whole-heartedly to help the relief and rehabilitation
measures for the flood affected people of Bihar and Assam.
