Our Vision is development and growth of Bharat, in all fields of human
endeavour - cultural, social, academic, moral, national and spiritual -
culminating in Swasth-Samarth-Sanskarit Bharat i.e. physically,
economically and morally strong India.

Mission

Our Mission is to organise the elite, intellectuals and the well-to-do citizens
and to motivate them to serve our poor, disabled, illiterate and ignorant
brethren not as an act of charity but in the true spirit of our cultural
tradition of service as duty.

Sutras

The action plan for implementation of Parishad's policies and programmes
is executed through the five sutras (maxims) Sampark (Fellowship), Sahyog
(Cooperation), Sanskar (Moral Orientation), Seva (Service) and Samarpan
(Commitment). All these maxims are indispensable for proper grooming of
our citizens and their family members towards the service of our
motherland.

National Council: December, 2010

The third meeting of the National Council of Bharat Vikas Parishad was held
at Agra, Braj Pradesh (U.P.) on 25th and 26th December, 2010 which was
attended by about 1,000 delegates.

Swami Satymitranand Giri Ji Maharaj was the Chief Guest. In his inaugural
address, he lauded the ideals of the Parishad, its five sutras and
emphasised the importance of work in the service of the society and one's
self realization. National President Shri R.P. Sharma delivered the
presidential address and set out the purpose and objectives of the
conference. Shri S.K. Wadhwa, National Secretary General, presented his
report on various activities and programmes organised during the year
2009-10. New Vikas Ratnas were facilitated and the conference souvenir
"Udghosh-2010" was released.

In the afternoon session, Zonal Secretaries / Chairmen presented reports in
respect of their Prants. Subsequently, presentations were made by such of
the Prants who had hosted any of the national events during the year. There
was also a 'mukt chintan' session where the suggestions and questions of
the delegates were entertained.

In the evening session, Swami Gyanananda delivered his discourse and
blessed the delegates in their nation building work. This was followed by a
captivating cultural programme by Parishad's members and their families.

On the next day, Smt. Laxmi Kanta Chawla. Cabinet Minister of Punjab
addressed the delegates and spoke at length about responsibilities of the
concerned citizens particularly the women in fighting the evils of female
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fetus killing and other evils in the society. In the concluding session, Dr.
Ram Shankar Katheriya, M.P. was the chief guest who complimented the
Parishad for its work for the society.

At presentthere are 17 Zones and 57 Prants. Over the years there has been
steady increase in the number of branches and membership of the
Parishad. Based on Central Share actually received in the Central Office,
the organisational growth during the last five years is shown below:

Vikas Ratna and Vikas Mitra

Parishad has two schemes - “ Vikas Ratna” and “Vikas Mitra” to provide
funds for urgent relief works as well as for various service projects /
programmes. While for “Vikas Mitra” the minimum contribution has been
fixed at Rs. 5,100, a person can have the honour of being called Bharat
Vikas Ratna if he pays a sum of Rs. One lakh by Cheque / Draft or Rupees
One lakh fifty thousand in the shape of an advertisement to the Parishad.
The investment of funds in FDRs, Bonds or Govt. Securities provides the
much needed resources.

There has been encouraging response to the scheme. As on 31.03.2011, 76
Bharat Vikas Ratnas and 2,890 Vikas Mitras were enrolled. A statement
showing geographical spread of the Bharat Vikas Mitras across various
Prants is indicated in Annexure 1. List of Bharat Vikas Ratnas enrolled
during 2010-11 is at Annexure 2.

9.1 The sanskar or educational programmes undertaken by the Parishad can
be categorized as under:

(i) Children & Youth Development

10. National Group Song Competition (N.G.S.C.)

10.1 Ever since the first National Group Song Competition of patriotic songs was
held in 1967, such competitions have become an annual feature generating
patriotic fervor. This is one of our oldest projects and has come to provide a
measure of Bharat Vikas Parishad's popularity and identity among the
student community, their family members and the teachers.

10.2 The competitions are held for students from class VIth to Xllth at Branch,
Prant and All India levels. Teams selected at Branch level compete at Prant
level and those selected at Prant level finally compete at All India level. In
the competition at the national level, a team from each Prant sings one
patriotic song each in Hindi and a regional language and the best teams are
awarded prizes.

10.3 At branch level, the participation of students during 2010-11 has been as

10.5 Swami Madhab Prapannacharya was the chief guest at the concluding
session on the 14th November. Swamiji called upon the children and the
youth to know and preserve our unique culture and heritage. He
appreciated BVP's efforts in guiding these youths to be staunch nationalists
through its programmes. Shri Hanif Qureshi IPS, advised participants to be
hard working and contribute their mite for nation building.

11. National Sanskrit Group Song Competition (NSGSC)

11.1 This programme was initially started as a competition for singing full text of
Vandemataram to instill patriotic feelings among the children. During the
year 2005-06, it was decided to rename the Vandemataram Competition as
National Sanskrit Group Song Competition. Accordingly in this competition,
the first song is to be a patriotic song in Sanskrit, from among the songs
prescribed by the Parishad, and the second is a folk song of any state. The
competition is conducted at Branch, Prant and National levels.

11.2 At branch level, the participation of students during 2010-11 has been as

11.3 During 2010-11, the 6th National Sanskrit Group-Song Competition was
held on 27th-28th November 2010 at Sonepat hosted by Swarnpath
Shakha, Sonepat (Haryana South).

11.4 In Sanskrit Song, the Second, Third, and Fourth places were won by
Karnataka South, Rajasthan South East and Punjab North Prants
respectively. Similarly, In Folk Song Competition, the Second, Third, and
Fourth places were won by Tamil Nadu, Himachal Pradesh and Rohilkhand
Prants respectively.

11.5 Chief Guest at the opening ceremony of this function was Shri Ashok Jain,
Director of Lord Shiva Construction Company while Chief Guest at the
closing ceremony was Shri Sushil Kumar Gupta, Chairman of Ganga
Education Society.




12. Bharat Ko Jano

12.1 “Bharat Ko Jano” is a quiz programme for the school children to increase
their awareness about the distinctive features of our country and culture.
Since the year 2001-02, this competition is being held at branch, prant and
national levels. This programme has generated great interest among the
students.

12.2 In the first stage written test in General Knowledge is organised in each
participating school for both junior (class 6 to 8) and senior (class 9 to 12)
levels. Over one lakh Bharat Ko Jano books are distributed every year
among the school students for this competition. Each Branch then conducts
Quiz Competition among the students standing first, second and third in
written test.

12.3 During 2010-11, the participation of children in Bhart Ko Jano Competition

was as under:

12.4 The teams which stand first in both the groups are selected for the
competition at the Prant level. Similarly, the teams selected at Prant level
compete at National level.

12.5 The tenth All India Bharat Ko Jano Competition was held at Lucknow
(Avadh Pradesh) on the 1* -2nd January, 2011. As many as 85 teams (both
Junior and Senior) from 39 Prants competed.

12.6 Shri M.S. Chauhan, Deputy Managing Director, Bank of Baroda was the
Chief Guest at the function. He lauded the efforts of the Bharat Vikas
Parishad in serving the society through its Sanskar and Sewa projects.

13. GuruVandan -Chhatra Abhinandan

13.1 Guru Vandan - Chhatra Abhinandan programme aims to imbibe and
reinforce in the minds of children their respect for their parents and
teachers, whose blessings will enable them to be successful in life. Under
this programme, the representatives of Bharat Vikas Parishad visit a
number of schools in their areas to express thanks and gratitude to the
teachers and congratulate the meritorious students.

13.2 Such functions are organised during the period from 1* April to 15" October
every year. Ever since the programme was adopted at the national level in
2001-02, there has been a good response to this programme in which lakhs
of students and teachers participate every year.

13.3 During 2010-11, about 13 lakhs students participated in this programme as
shown below:

On the whole, 21,838 students and 9,888 teachers were honoured in
various schools.

14. Bal and Yuva Shivir

14.1 During the year 2010-11, 117 branches organised Sanskar Shivirs in which
atotal of 10,431 children and youth participated.

15. Guru Tegh Bahadur Balidan Diwas and Other Inspiring Events

15.1 Bharat Vikas Parishad has been observing the martyrdom day of Guru Teg
Bahadur for many years. Public meetings, seminars and exhibitions are
held to highlight the sacrifices of Sikh Gurus and pay respectful homage to
the great patriot.

15.2 During 2010-11, 85 functions were held in various parts of the country in
which 5,720 participants paid their homage to Guru Teg Bahadur.

15.3 In addition, 24,712 persons participated in other inspiring events organized
by the branches.

(ii) Women & Family Development

16. Parivar Sanskar

16.1 During the year, All India Mahila Karyakarta Sanskar Shivir was held on
22-23 January, 2011 at Trambkeshwar (Nashik). Shri Prakash Pathak was
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the Chief Guest at the Shivir and he inaugurated the shivir. In his address
Shri Prakash Pathak delved upon the responsibilities of a social worker. The
two day workshop deliberated upon equipping the women leadership in
increasing women participation in the activities of the Parishad. In the
concluding session, Smt. Rajani Limaye, founder of Prabodhini Trust was
honoured for her work for the mentally challenged children.

(iii) Senior Citizens' Development

17.

Praudh Sanskar Yojana

17.1 Praudh Sanskar Yojana project aims to prepare retired persons to lead

active, purposeful and dedicated social life.

17.2 Seventeenth National Praud Sanskar shivir was organized at Gwalior on

5th and 6th March, 2011. Host Prant was Madhya Bharat North. As many as
164 delegates from various Prants attended the Shivir. 44 delegates from
Jammu alone had come to the Shivir. Justice M. Rama Jois, Member Rajya
Sabha and Patron Bharat Vikas Parishad attended the shivir and guided the
delegates through his inaugural and valedictory speeches.

17.3 So far 17 All India Shivirs have been organised to motivate senior citizens

to engage in social work where over 2,500 Praudhs have been trained so
far.

Viklang Sahayata Project (Handicapped Welfare & Rehabilitation)

18.1 To help the handicapped persons to fully participate in social and national

life of the country, Parishad has been implementing Viklang Sahayata and
Punarvas Yojana. This is one of the important programmes of Bharat Vikas
Parishad. Beginning with the establishment of its first Viklang Centre in
Delhi in 1990, there are now following 13 Viklang Sahayata Kendras in
various states, which provide artificial limbs free of cost to needy persons
through their centres as well as by organising camps. Two of our centres
have won President of India Award and one FICCI Award.

18.2 These centres provide free of cost artificial limbs, calipers, hearing aids,

medicines, special shoes, and tri cycles. In addition, there are mobile
workshops, which manufacture artificial limbs and provide service to the
Viklang Camps organised by various Branches. Some of the centres have
also taken up special programme for conducting operations for the polio
victims.

18.3 During the year 2010-11, number of artificial limbs provided by the Viklang

providing them training in various vocations, securing employment or in
obtaining railway passes etc. during the year.

Villages / Urban Slums Development

19.1 Each branch is encouraged to adopt either a village or a slum area for its

over-all development. During 2010-11, our branches took up 136 service
projects in 90 villages. The projects included health check-up camps, visit
of mobile medical vans, vocational training centres, sanskar kendras and
education of illiterate and neglected children. The centres also help in
getting benefits of different schemes launched by the Government.

Integrated Development of Villages.

20.1 Bharat Vikas Parishad, with financial assistance from Jindal Foundation

Canada, has taken up Samagra Gram Vikas Project for all round

21. Vanvasi Sahayata Project (Tribal Development)

21.1 Bharat Vikas Parishad has been working for the welfare and uplift of the
vanvasis of the country in general and North Eastern states in particular
since 1992. Presently, Parishad has adopted a number of projects in the
North Eastern states including Bongaigaon Hospital and number of
hostels, Ekal Vidyalayas, libraries, vocational training centres and
medical centres.

22. Environment

22.1 Under this project, branches take up tree plantation, distribution of sacred
plant e.g. Tulsi, and organise seminars on environment. During the year, our
branches planted 1.22 lakhs plants and distributed 46,220 Tulsi plants.

23. Health (otherthan assistance to Handicapped)

23.1 Our branches regularly hold general health check-ups, blood donation
camps and specialized medical camps e.g. dental care, eye care, T.B.
camps, Hepatitis camps and camps for deaf etc. Facilities for registration of
eye donation and surgery are also provided. Branches also regularly
organise seminars on various aspects of health and conduct yoga camps. A
number of hospitals and dispensaries set up the Parishad are also serving
the society.
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23.2 The number of beneficiaries in the health camps organised by the branches

during the year were as under:

In addition, Parishad's members also donated 15,430 units of blood
during the year.

23.3 BVP Charitable Diagnostic Centre, Chandigarh: Parishad's Diagnostics
Centre at Chandigarh has highly advanced diagnostic and treatment
facilities including Pathological Laboratory, X-ray Centre, Ultra Sound
Centre, Cardiac Centre, Eye Care Centre and OPD. The OPD is presently
providing consultation for Gynecology, General Medicine, Orthopedic, Skin,
Paediatric, Gastrointestinal, Ayurvedic and Homeopathic consultation and
prescription.

23.4 From 4,087 patients served during 1987-88 with limited facilities, the
number of patients served rose to 1.83 lakhs during 2010-11 as shown:

23.5 BVP Hospital & Research Centre, Kota (Rajasthan) is now a 220 bedded
Super Specialty Hospital spread over 40,000 square feet with a staff of 300.
The hospital has an ICU, private wards and a number of specialties
including facilities for Cardiac and Neuro patients. During the year, the
hospital provided treatment to a total of 1.04 lakhs patients including to
12,261 indoor patients. The hospital also conducted 89,857 diagnostic
examinations such Pathology tests, X-Rays and Sonopgraphy.

23.6 BVP Charitable Trust Hospital, Ludhiana (Punjab), in addition to helping
the physically handicapped persons with artificial limbs and rehabilitating
them, during the year also provided diagnostic services to 41,738 patients
through its various departments such as Physiotherapy, Homeopathy,
Eyes, Gen. Medicine, Gynaecology, Ayurvedic, Paediatric, Dental,
Accupressure, Accupuncture, etc. The Centre also organised 79 camps
and conducted 913 surgeries incurring an expenditure of Rs. 37.34 lakhs.
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24. Samuhik Saral Vivah

24 1 Parishad has been organising Samuhik Saral Vivah of poor and needy
young girls and boys as an important programme every year.

24.2 During the year 2010-11, Parishad helped in organising marriages of 678
couples belonging to weaker sections of the society.

25. Legal Aid to Needy Women and Children

25.1 To assist poor, neglected and exploited women segment of our society,
Bharat Vikas Parishad provides counseling services to poor and needy
women. To begin with one family-counselling centre is being set up in each
zone of the country.

26. ReliefWork

26.1 In August 2010 cloudburst triggered flash floods and mudslides in Leh
causing death of hundreds of people It rendered thousands homeless and
caused extensive damage to property and infrastructure. Bharat Vikas
Parishad extended timely help to the affected brethren by constructing a six-
room school complete with furniture and uniform and books for the students.
In addition, it distributed relief material and provided financial assistance to
anumber of victims.

27. PermanentProjects

27.1 There are now 1,376 permanent projects run by various branches of
Bharat Vikas Parishad whose activities are conducted on daily or weekly
basis for the benefit of the society. These projects include Hospitals, Clinics,
Physiotherapy Centres, Mobile Vans, Pathology Labs, Ultrasound Centres,
Blood Banks, Educational Institutions, Training Centres, Libraries, Reading
Rooms, Yoga Training Centres, Sanskar Kendra, Senior Citizens Welfare
Centres, Mukti Dhams & Legal Aid Cells etc.

27.2 The permanent projects can be broadly categorized in following areas:

(a) Educational 226
(b) Medical Care 456
(c) Aid to Needy 216
(d) Other Activities of Social Need 478

Total 1,376

IV. SAMPARK (PUBLIC RELATIONS)

28. Sanskriti Saptah
28.1 This annual programme of Vikas Week / Sanskriti Saptah is conducted
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during the months of July and August. It enables the members to work
together in numerous programmes and helps create awareness about the
work of the Parishad among the citizens. The main emphasis under this
programme is on Sampark and Sahyog.

28.2 During the year 2010-11, 398 branches organised 2,692 programmes
during the Sanskriti Saptah.

29. SthapanaDiwas

29.1 On Parishad's Foundation Day branches organise functions to celebrate
the event in order to spread its message among the citizens. During
2010-11, 421 branches organised such functions in which a total of 4,319
persons participated.

30. Mahila Sahbhagita

30.1 During the year, 132 branches organised 297 programmes especially for
women which were attended by 14,070 participants.

31. Seminars

31.1 Parishad's branches hold seminars on contemporary subjects of national
interest and welfare of humanity in institutions of higher education to
reinforce Bhartiya Sanskriti and Sanskars among the youth. During the
year, 145 branches organised seminars in which 20,396 persons
participated.

32. Workshops

32.1 During the Prants organized 90 workshops in which 7,601 members
participated.

33. Publications

33.1 Literature on Bharat Vikas Parishad, its projects and activities is being
continuously revised and updated. A number of new publications were also
brought out by the Central Office during the year. A complete list of
publications is at Annexure-5.

33.2 Bharat Vikas Parishad is regularly bringing out its bilingual monthly journal
“Niti” (circulation: 48,000 copies) in Hindi and English.

33.3 Parishad is also publishing half-yearly magazine “Gyan Prabha’ to
supplement “Niti” with thought provoking articles. This magazine fulfills the
need to provide avenue for greater coverage of various issues which could
not be accommodated in Niti due to space constraints.

33.4 In addition, 92 Branches and 49 Prants brought out publications at their
levels.

34. Media Sampark
34.1 During the year Prants organized 86 press conferences to brief the media
about the activities of the Parishad.

35. Parishad's Website

35.1 Parishad's website (www.bvpindia.com) continued to add newer features
to be a useful tool kit for conducting our programmes as well as an effective
vehicle to disseminate information about the activities of the Bharat Vikas
Parishad among the internet users. The website is now being accessed by
over one lakh internet users from 152 countries around the world.

36. Utkrishtata Samman Award

36.1 Bharat Vikas Parishad instituted Utkrishtata Samman Award in the memory
of Parishad's Founder Secretary General Dr. Suraj Prakash in 2006. In the
first two years, awards have gone in the fields of Sanskar and Sewa. During
the third year of the Award, nominations were invited for award in the field of
“Environment”. A total of 40 nominations were received. The Committee,
under the chairmanship of Shri Jagmohan, selected Dr. Vallabhbhai
R.Kathiria, Rajkot, Gujarat for his outstanding work in the field of
Environment.
